Sisters and Associates of
Mexico City celebrated their
2bth anniversary of their
first Associate group with
an International Reunion
to which all Incarnate Word
Associates were invited. This
was the first such event held
for the Associates.

The meeting was opened
March 22nd with prayer and
a review of the history of the
founding of the Incarnate
Word Associates. For the next
three days the participants
reflected on the topic of the
call to be Prophets of Mercy. Fr. Martin Mufioz was
the main speaker. Activities also included small group
sharing, Marian Devotions, and liturgy. At noon and in

the evenings different groups
entertained with song and
dance.

Participants included
approximately 130 Sisters
and Associates from Mexico,
the United States, and
Guatemala, Argentina, and
Spain . The delegation from
the United States included:

were invited to comment on phrases that most called
their attention. “We are collaborators of God in the new
world that is being created here today,” was one choice;
another was “It is a new way that the Lord is proposing
in the crossroads.”

“Look, choose and come! The Lord is inviting you to
get into the mystery that is before you, and that you will
understand if you let yourself be transformed.”

Each participant was invited to share what
their congregation is doing about the process of
reconfiguration. Testimonies of Sisters from various
groups encouraged trust rather than fear in going

through a reconfiguration process. Possible next steps
were given which will be worked on for prioritization
and three issues will be worked on by groups for the
next meeting: a process in which Sisters may give
reasons for reconfiguration; sample models of merger,
union, and federation; and a comparative study of the
constitutions of the groups.

The next meeting will be held July 26-30, 2007, in
Brownsville, Texas, with Sister Mary Rose as coordinator.
The committee asks all the communities to unite with
them in prayer for this process, so that all may be guided
by the light of the Holy Spirit.

Sisters using technology to
promote religious life

The Intercongregational Imaging Committee has
begun work on an inactive website to show the
active lives of Sisters.
